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I love teaching Science to 6th graders and am looking forward to teaching you!  In order to have a safe and orderly environment for everyone to learn and grow in, please follow these guidelines each day: 

1.  Enter the room quietly.  Go directly to your assigned seat and sit down.
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As soon as you sit down in your seat, immediately complete the following:  

a. Read & complete all instructions posted on the central screen.

b. Write down your homework in your agenda.
c. Write down new assignments in your table of contents.   
d. Take out your homework from the previous night.
e. Read.  You need to bring a book or magazine of your choice with you to class everyday.  If you finish work early, you will be expected to read quietly.  Please bring reading material that you personally enjoy.  
3. Come to class prepared.  Bring your Science notebook (with all your science papers) to class everyday as well as other required items, especially pencils and paper.  Never leave Science papers at home even if you are working on the assignment at home.  I want to monitor your progress each day.
4. Place all and only science assignments in your Science Notebook and keep it neat and organized.  
5. Stay in your assigned seat and lab group unless I give you permission to leave.

6. Do not touch lab equipment at the beginning of class or until I tell your group to start experimenting

7. Remain quiet at all times unless I give you permission to talk.  Listen while others are speaking.

8. Raise your hand if you have a question or comment.  Do not talk until you are called upon.
9. Be an active participant during lab activities, class work, and discussions.  Engage yourself.
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Complete all assignments including getting papers signed and returned by the due date.
11. Respect your teacher and classmates at all times.

12. Treat all science equipment, furniture, and classroom belongings with respect.
13. Speak quietly in your lab groups.
14. Communicate with me.  If you have a problem, question, concern or do not understand something, let me know so I can help you!  You can speak with me at school but you can also email me.
15. If you need extra help, see me so we can set up a time when we can work together.

16. Clean up your lab area 3 minutes before the class period ends.  Your group will not be dismissed until everyone at your table is seated, quiet, and clean.
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Push in your chair after I dismiss you.
18. Be honest with me at all times.

19. Do not take anything from the classroom that does not belong to you. 

20. If you are absent, make up all work that you missed.  The first place to check for guidance and Science make up work when absent, is on the Science Tab of our Team Website.  Try to accomplish as much work as possible before returning to school once you are feeling better.  Most handouts will be attached on the website so you can print them at home.  You will have time to make up work after returning, but most students like to stay as current as possible to reduce feeling overwhelmed upon return.  I will give you handouts when you return if you could not print them at home.
