Four Volcanic Rocks   (Extrusive Igneous Rocks)
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Pumice

· Not dense-floats in water; very light rock; has a density less than 1 g/cm3
· Light Gray color
· Has holes in it; trapped gas bubbles
· Rough, gritty texture
· Forms from frothy, foamy, boiling lava
· Used as a scouring tool; pumice stone; can scour grease off of hands and grills; used on callouses
· Used in LAVA SOAP to clean grit off of hands
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Obsidian

· No bubbles; very sharp edges
· Shiny, Glassy, black color
· Native American Indians used Obsidian as arrowheads
· Used as a scalpel by surgeons long ago
· Shiny; Polished and used in jewelry
· You can see through the edges of the rock when you hold it up to the light
· Contains a lot of silica (glassy mineral)
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Basalt

· Dark gray
· Very dense; heavy; compact
· Evidence of trapped gas
· Forms in the ocean; most of oceanic crust is made of this rock (Basalt)

Scoria

· Reddish brown in color; rusty color

· Has holes in it; trapped gas bubbles

· Used in gas grills as lava rocks

· Also used in landscaping; used in flowerbeds instead of mulch

· Used in Colorado on the roads during the winter to help create friction and reduce slippage on icy/snow roads and sidewalks
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
